1. No vehicles in stall area between 9AM & 9PM. 
2. This Horse Show is open to all equine.
3. Pre-Entries Due by Monday September 13, 2010, 5:00 PM. Pre-Entry is $10.00 ea. class/lot per animal rider combination.
4. $48.00 for set of 6 classes (high point- walk / trot /jog or Performance) 
5. Post entries will be taken with an extra flat $15.00 post - entry fee per day 
6. Legality of all equipment and attire is the responsibility of the contestant.
7. Entry forms Must be signed be Exhibitor and Parent/Guardian if exhibitor is under the age 18yrs.
8. Exhibitors shall wear number tags.
9. No Stallions may be shown by anyone under age 18.
